I am Norm: Giving Voice to Youth 
[bookmark: _GoBack]General description: This presentation is designed to provide youth participants with an introduction to the I am Norm campaign and its use as a tool for facilitating discussion about disability as diversity, and a redefined definition of what it means to be “normal.”  Participants in this presentation will have the opportunity to delve into discussions about these complex issues and produce their own campaign “products” such as: skits, T-shirt designs, poems or songs, posters, bumper stickers, or videos. 
Learning goals/outcomes:
1. Be familiar with I am Norm campaign philosophy and resources
2. Describe society’s definition of normal
3. Redefine participants’ own definition of normal 
4. Produce a campaign “product” to illustrate their redefined definition of normal 
Audience: 20-30 youth with and without disabilities (ideal for middle school and high school-aged students in either a school setting or out-of-school time club or organization)
Accessibility considerations: for participants with diverse communication or learning styles, be sure to make appropriate arrangements for sign language interpreters, large-print options, assistive technology, etc.
